Acidified or pickled products

e Waffles and pancakes?

e (Cream and custard pies

e Pumpkin pies2

Chocolate confections and candies made
from raw cocoa beans or
Time/Temperature Control for Safety
(TCS)1 ingredients

e Chocolates with TCS filling
ingredients

' TCS foods are those that require specific time and
temperature controls to prevent the growth of harmful
bacterial and ensure food safety.
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Condiments or sauces
